‘La Marseillaise’ - Claude-Joseph Rouget de l’Isle

             = in own time, jump forward into air and shout ‘ME!’ (or musical equivalent) - towards the  audience, 
competitively.  In between sing (or play) ‘La Marseillaise’, not necessarily in unison with others - may need to 
hurry the ‘ME!’ sections to catch up.  If singing, beat fist upon chest in quarter-note rhythm.  Instrumentalists 
may remain seated whilst others process.  If enough performers, one or more people play siren whistles or 
‘glissando-ing’ violins etc. ad lib. during the ‘Marseillaise’ parts, overlapping with the ‘ME!’ parts.

From here also stamp feet in marching rhythm - gradually getting faster.
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
